SUBJECT:
Annual Liability Insurance Coverage

Initially, I had planned on bringing all of the Organization presidents together for an informal meeting to discuss the narrowly-scoped liability policy that is purchased annually on behalf of each of the organizations.  I have since determined that a meeting was not necessary, but instead, deemed that a simple provision of information coupled with a set of guidelines, which can be easily adhered to, was more appropriate.

I recently met with Don Inman and Randy Beem of Peoples Insurance (your representatives for your Indiana Insurance annual liability policy) in an effort to more specifically refine their concerns.  First and foremost is the discernment of the coverage that your respective policies provide.    It is a liability policy which provides protection (generally financial) against a condition or event that could occur placing an individual or company at risk for legal responsibility as determined by law.  The scope of protection provided in your policy is very narrow.  It provides liability coverage to those individuals in attendance at PTO (or other similarly named organizations) meetings while on school property or for the officers of the organization while traveling in an automobile performing PTO-related business.  This is provided so that the school corporation is not at risk for responsibility during these meetings.  That is all it does; hence, the very nominal cost.  The policy, of course, can be modified to broaden the spectrum of coverage, but at a substantially greater cost.   

The dilemma we then have lies in any activity that is sponsored or arranged by your respective organizations (i.e. picnics, carnivals, parties etc.) that could leave the school corporation at risk for responsibility; for which we cannot accept.  So, during my meeting with Mr. Inman and Mr. Beem, we considered some solutions.  
In any event sponsored by your organizations on school corporation property for which participation by anyone other than its membership is expected, the information specified below should be provided to the business department (to my attention) of Warrick County School Corporation so that appropriate measures can be suggested, taken, or provided.  A form will be created and available at the schools in the near future in an effort to simplify this request.

In most instances, a Certificate of Liability identifying the Warrick County School Corporation as “additionally insured” will sufficiently address liability issues.  In some instances, the request may be denied or may alternately require a “one-time/event” broad coverage policy.  In any case, the school corporation will be made fully aware of said activities.  
As a final note, if each of the organizations could provide me with a document containing the names of the officers as well as updated contact information for the officers, additional contact and information sharing will be made much easier.
